HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a _____-year-old female patient here today, complains of left ear pain. The pain started yesterday afternoon and has gotten progressively worse through the night. She woke up in the middle of the night complaining to her mother about the pain as well. She is not taking any medications for relief. She has not been exposed to any other individuals with similar symptoms as far as she can remember.

There are no other symptoms of flu, nausea, vomiting diarrhea, fever, chills or activity intolerance.

She maintains her normal bowel and bladder function as usual.

ALLERGIES: This patient has no known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tonsillectomy.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for drugs, alcohol or smoking.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, and well developed. She is well groomed. She is not in any distress.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round, and react to light. Extraocular movements are intact and within normal limits bilaterally. Ears: Bilateral tympanic membrane erythema; however, the left side is significantly worse, much erythema and bulging. No drainage identified from that left tympanic membrane, however. Oropharyngeal area within normal limits.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. There is no murmur.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Left otitis media. The patient will receive amoxicillin 875 mg b.i.d. for 10 days #20. She is to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, monitor symptoms, take the full course of antibiotic treatment as well and she will return to clinic or call if not achieving good improvement.
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
