Mrs. Hilerio Blass is an 84-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding evaluation of hyperthyroidism. She also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, type II diabetes and atrial fibrillation. The patient was noted to have fluctuations in her thyroid function panel in October 2022. She report symptoms of fatigue, dry skin and mood swings. She has lost about 20 pounds. She denies any heart palpitations or tremors. She denies any changes in her hair, skin or nails. She reports that she has been falling frequently and denies any palpitations; however, she does report some diarrhea. She denies any temperature intolerance as well.

Plan:
1. For evaluation of her thyroid function studies, we will check a TSH, free T4 and free T3 level. I will also check a TPO antibody level a thyroglobulin antibody level in order to assess for any autoimmune thyroid disease.

2. I will also check a thyroid ultrasound to delineate her thyroid gland and assess for any thyroid nodules.

3. For her diabetes, continue current therapy and she is being monitored for this by her primary care provider.

4. For her hyperlipidemia, she is on atorvastatin 20 mg daily.
