Plan:
1. For her type I diabetes, her current hemoglobin A1c was 11.5%. Her previous level was 7.7%. She is currently on the Tandem insulin pump paired with the Dexcom G6 sensor. She uses NovoLog in her insulin pump. Her basal rates varied throughout the day given the fact that the patient is using controlled IQ for her basal rates and these varied throughout the day to achieve a blood sugar within normal range. Her insulin to carbohydrate ratio was now set to 1 unit for every 13 g of carbohydrates with her meals and 1 unit for every 30 mg/dL glucose greater than 110.

2. Her maxillary dose of insulin now is about 60 units per day.

3. The patient checks her blood glucose four times a day or more. She makes frequent dose adjustments to her insulin therapy based on blood glucose monitoring.

4. Her Dexcom G6 was downloaded and her average blood glucose was 158 mg/dL.
