WAGNER, IRA
This is a 69-year-old gentleman placed on hospice with history of chronic pulmonary embolism. The patient has a history of chronic shortness of breath and chronic chest pain. His KPS score is at 60% currently. He requires help with ADL. He lives with his wife Geralyn who is his primary caregiver. The patient’s history is as follows: The patient has a history of CVA and inflammatory hip disease. He has had recurrent bilateral DVTs and recurrent pulmonary embolus. He has been on Eliquis, but the patient has not been compliant with his medication. Other issues include diabetes, hypertension, and recurrent falls. The patient is found to be short of breath with weight loss and severe weakness. He still continues to smoke. He is nicotine dependent. It was subsequently felt like the patient is noncompliant with medication and he is most likely going to pass away within six months because of his recurrent pulmonary embolus, to place him on hospice. He also suffers from weight loss of 7 pounds, protein-calorie malnutrition. Overall prognosis is poor. The patient is hospice appropriate, expected to die within six months.
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
