AGUILAR, PEDRO
Mr. Aguilar is a 70-year-old gentleman with history of rectal mass. The patient was diagnosed with adenocarcinoma of the rectum back in 2017. He has had recurrent pancreatitis, alcohol abuse, chronic pain, weight loss, and protein-calorie malnutrition. The patient has been both on radiation and chemotherapy in the past. The patient’s cancer was in remission for a short time, but recently has returned with most recent chemotherapy administered earlier this year, but it had to be stopped because of diarrhea, nausea, vomiting, and severe side effects. Later on, the patient continued with some form of chemotherapy earlier this December. He received Venofer IV. Despite chemotherapy, his CEA went up to 54. The patient also continued to have anemia, H&H of 8 and 27, reduction in albumin of 3.6, increased pain requiring around the clock pain medication. PET scan shows return of the patient’s cancer with colovesicular fistula. The patient is not a surgical candidate and off the chemotherapy and off radiation therapy and there is nothing else to offer this man with terminal stage IV colon cancer and subsequently has been admitted to hospice given his advanced disease and progression of his disease, the patient is expected to do poorly and live less than six months which makes him hospice appropriate.
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
