PATLAN VARGAS, PAULA
Paula is an 80-year-old woman with history of dementia, also with recent history of CVA. Her dementia has progressed to the point that the patient is now basically nonverbal. She is bedbound, requires help with all ADL, protein-calorie malnutrition, weight loss. The patient has issues with agitation, requires medication to control her agitation especially in the evening with severe sundowner’s syndrome. The patient’s appetite has been good, but recently the patient has stopped eating and is demonstrating weight loss. Her stroke has left her with left-sided weakness. She also suffers from diabetes, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, severe sundowner’s syndrome despite treatment with medication. Given the patient’s advanced dementia for the reasons mentioned above, decreased cognition along with CVA and other comorbidities, the patient most likely has less than six months to live and has been admitted to hospice care now, to be cared for at home.
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
