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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. Clinical case of an 84-year-old white male that is followed in the practice because of chronic kidney disease stage IV that is associated to obstructive nephropathy. The patient has a history of bilateral hydronephrosis, obstructive uropathy with a bladder mass that is followed by Dr. Pobi. The most recent laboratory workup that was done on 11/28/2022, the serum creatinine was reported 4, the BUN 66, the GFR is 13 mL/min and the patient does not have any symptoms. The albumin is 4.8, the total protein 7.9, the calcium 9.7 and the patient is not acidotic.

2. The patient has hyperkalemia. This hyperkalemia has to be watched. We gave detailed information regarding the potassium content in food because the serum potassium was 5.4. The patient is encouraged to follow a diet that is no more than 2000 mg of potassium in 24 hours. The symptoms related to hyperkalemia and the possible untoward manifestations were discussed with the patient.

3. The patient has a normal hemoglobin that is 14.2 and the hematocrit is 45.

4. The patient has a history of status post TURP that was done by Dr. Pobi. The patient continues to take Proscar and tamsulosin. The patient is followed by Dr. Pobi.

5. Supraventricular tachycardia followed by cardiology. To the auscultation, the patient has a short systolic murmur 1/6. The patient is asymptomatic. He is functioning well. There is no need at this point for a renal replacement therapy. Most importantly, the patient does not have overt proteinuria. The culture was positive for Klebsiella; however, the patient is asymptomatic, I am not going to treat the patient. Reevaluation in four months with laboratory workup.
