HPI: A 71-year-old who was sent to Integra Southwest on 12/11/2022 diagnosed with dyspnea and cough and sent back with no new orders. However, today facility was contacted with a script for Cipro 500 mg b.i.d. x3 days with diagnosis of E. coli UTI. The patient’s son was here with her on the unit visiting and they appeared to spend a fair amount of time together walking her around the unit and stopping to talk with people in the facility other patients that she knows. Observing her with her son in front of the fireplace she appeared comfortable and was cooperative to my exam.
DIAGNOSES: New E. coli UTI, Alzheimer’s disease, HTN, insomnia, and history of gout.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 11/16/2022.

ALLERGIES: PCN.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
DIET: Regular finger food.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert and dressed properly.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 146/78, pulse 80, temperature 97.9, respirations 20, and weight 175.2 pounds.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without M, R or G.

RESPIRATORY: Anterolateral lung fields clear. Normal effort. No cough.

NEURLOGIC: She looks at son. She made eye contact when I speaking to her. She smiled and she said few words to her son. She is able to follow direction at times can make her needs known.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She ambulates independently. Moves limbs in a normal range of motion.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: E. Coli UTI will be treated as above and son is informed.
