CC: Agitation with delusions.
HPI: A 78-year-old with Alzheimer’s disease has been reported over the last few days to be addressing things he hears or sees that are present or talk about things that no one else is clear what he is referencing, but it is very real for him. Today, when I saw him he was lying in bed awake. He did start talking and there was some component of referencing things that I have no idea what he was talking about. He did not get agitated as he is reported to at other times. He continues to walk around the facility as was his pattern walking the hallways, comes out for meals. He is cooperative with care.
DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease and new BPSD in the form of delusions/hallucinations, HTN, and BPH.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 11/16/2022.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
DIET: Regular.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient was alert in room. He did appear a bit unkempt, but was cooperative.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 123/79, pulse 81, temperature 97.6, respirations 18, and weight 145.6 pounds.
NEURLOGIC: He was verbal. Speech was clear. He was referencing thing that not sure what they were, but he seemed convinced and talked about him adamantly. He did not get verbally aggressive,
