DICTATION STARTS ABRUPTLY
HPI: A 90-year-old with end-stage Alzheimer’s disease and a history of UTIs. It has been at least six months since she last required treatment. She previously exhibited like putting her hand in her brief trying to like get out the pelvic discomfort to go away. She has had decreased PO intake and appeared lethargic. I was contacted and so given that the patient is incontinent and at her advanced stage did not want to INO cath her and treating her empirically with Macrobid 100 mg b.i.d. for five days and Pyridium 100 mg two tabs t.i.d. for two days. This started on 12/13/2022 and appears to have been of benefit. When the patient was seen she was resting comfortably in bed, did not stir. The patient ate breakfast and unclear how much lunch she had. Her vital signs have been stable. No evidence of fever and she has taken her medications when presented.
DIAGNOSES: Advanced dementia end-stage and dysuria with treatment empiric UTI.
DIET: Puréed with thickened liquid and Ensure one and half can b.i.d.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 11/16/2022.
ALLERGIES: LIPITOR and ROSUVASTATIN.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Frail elderly female resting comfortably.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 149/73, pulse 64, temperature 97.7, respiration 19, oxygen saturation 98%, weight 95 pounds.
