DIAGNOSES: Advanced to end-stage Alzheimer’s disease, DM II, HTN, HLD and sleep disorder.
MEDICATIONS: The patient’s meds are reviewed and I have discontinued two nonessential medications and med crush order for remainder, which are primarily behavioral meds and glipizide.

ALLERGIES: SULFA, STATINS and PCN.
DIET: Regular with NCS.
