HPI: A 93-year-old seen at NRH 12/13/2022, diagnosed with generalized muscle weakness and acute cystitis with hematuria, returned with script for Keflex 500 mg b.i.d. for one week. The patient was resting comfortably in room. She did awaken. Asked how she was doing and she said that she was tired. She did go to the dining room for dinner and it is not clear how much she ate, but she stated that she was not hungry because she just did not feel good. She denies headache, chest pain, change in bowel or bladder function, and continues with wheelchair for transport.
DIAGNOSES: Acute cystitis with hematuria, now on Keflex, reflux, MCI, BPSD, HTN, gait instability with wheelchair use and hypothyroid.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 11/11/2022 note.

ALLERGIES: Unchanged from 11/11/2022 note.

DIET: NAS.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Frail elderly female resting comfortably.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 168/82, pulse 74, respirations 16, O2 sat 94%, and weight 103 pounds.
NEURO: Orientation x2. Speech is clear. Makes her needs known. Appeared fatigued.
CARDIOVASCULAR: An irregular rhythm without MRG.
ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Acute cystitis, on antibiotic. Today is the first day. Encouraged fluids and rest.
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
