


PROGRESS NOTE

CC: Followup on bilateral great toes.
HPI: A 60-year-old seen on 11/30/2022 for pain of both great toes. On exam, he had extensive fungal involvement of toenail. There was evident separation of parts of the nail from the nail bed as well as edema and tenderness to touch. He has been treated with Kerasal Nighttime Renewal Fungal Patches and it is for two weeks. He also asked about having his Keppra level checked. We discussed this a few months ago. He had it checked at the end of March. There has been no change in the dose and he has had no seizure activity. So, we will do an annual followup. The patient gets around readily in the facility and is interactive with others.

DIAGNOSES: Bilateral great toenail mycosis, CVA with late effects of right-sided hemiplegia, dysphagia, expressive aphasia, and seizure disorder. In addition, COPD, HTN, HLD, peripheral neuropathy and depression.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 11/30/2022 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient propelling self readily around facility, eager to be seen.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 121/70, pulse 68, temperature 97.1, respirations 16, and weight 216.2 pounds.

EXTREMITIES: Bilateral lower extremities patches are in place and removed from great toenails. There is resolution of the edema. There is no redness, warmth or tenderness around the nail bed. No evidence of bleeding or drainage and nontender to palpation.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: Though he has right side hemiplegia, he uses his left side to get around. He is quite stable, has not had a fall in some time. No LEE.

NEURO: The patient makes eye contact. He gestures or grunts to get his point across and is able to communicate. He maintains sense of humor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Bilateral great toenail onychomycosis. He will complete two weeks of therapy with Kerasal patches. He is also placed on podiatry schedule. He will be here in approximately six weeks.
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
