


PROGRESS NOTE

CC: 86-year-old with advanced Alzheimer's disease who was sitting quietly in wheelchair, made eye contact as I was coming toward her and was cooperative. She is slow to initiate speech. She just says a few words at a time. They are clear. She did ask a couple of brief questions about herself and how she was doing and I reassured her and she seemed pleased with that. The patient has a long history of psoriasis. She is followed by dermatology and recent change in her clobetasol to be used twice weekly and has had a good response. The patient has DM-II. Quarterly A1c drawn and shows good control on current medications.
DIAGNOSES: Endstage Alzheimer’s disease, diffuse eczema/psoriasis, DM-II, macular degeneration, HTN, and HLD.

MEDICATIONS: Banophen 12.5 mg b.i.d., anti-itch lotion to affected areas q.d., clobetasol 0.5% thin-film b.i.d. two days weekly, fluocinonide Sol 0.05% to scalp b.i.d., glipizide 5 mg b.i.d., Basaglar insulin 24 units q.a.m., lisinopril 2.5 mg q.d., metoprolol 12.5 mg b.i.d., melatonin 3 mg h.s., and PreserVision q.d.
ALLERGIES: PCN and STRAWBERRIES.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: NCS.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Frail elderly female seated in wheelchair quiet.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 118/74, pulse 76, temperature 98.5, respirations 15, and weight 123 pounds which is stable.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort. Clear lung fields. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm. No MRG.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: She in a manual wheelchair that she can propel and upright posture when seated. She is weightbearing.

NEURO: Orientation x1, still able to speak, but does so infrequently, and able to make needs known, dependent for staff assist on 6/6 ADLs. No behavioral issues.

SKIN: Her skin looks quite good. There is fresh pink skin with no scale. No evidence of excoriation. There remains some issue with her lower back, but her arms and neck look good.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Advanced endstage Alzheimer’s disease. She does not appear to be in pain. She is sleeping and cooperative with care. We will continue as is.

2. Psoriasis much improvement with the change in the frequency of clobetasol dosing.

3. DM-II. A1c is 7.2 on current medications. No change.
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
