HPI: A 91-year-old with endstage unspecified dementia followed by Suncrest Hospice, seen seated quietly in the dining room. As I approached her, she made eye contact and I asked her brief questions. She was verbal and answers were appropriate. She denied any pain. She states that she slept good and the food was good and so she ate. The patient is in a wheelchair that she is able to propel. She has had no falls or other medical events.
DIAGNOSES: Endstage unspecified dementia, polyarthritis, peripheral neuropathy, osteoporosis, HTN, CKD, and glaucoma.

MEDICATIONS: Alphagan OU b.i.d., bethanecol 25 mg q.d., BuSpar 7.5 mg t.i.d., divalproex 250 mg b.i.d. and p.r.n. prior to personal care, glucosamine b.i.d., Norco 5/325 mg t.i.d., lisinopril 20 mg b.i.d., melatonin 3 mg h.s., metoprolol 25 mg b.i.d., naproxen 220 mg q.12h. PEG Pow q.d., Senna b.i.d., Zoloft 50 mg q.d., and MVI q.d. 
ALLERGIES: CLINDAMYCIN and DEMEROL.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular with thin liquid.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Thin elderly female, cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 118/61, pulse 55, temperature 97.1, respirations 15, and weight 112 pounds, stable since October.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm. No MRG.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Good neck and truncal stability, seated in manual wheelchair that she propels.

NEURO: She makes eye contact. She spoke and it was clear and she was talking about people helping her and taking care of her here. She is oriented x1. She can make her needs known. She is generally quiet.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact with good turgor.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Unspecified dementia with clear advancement. No behavioral issues. She remains verbal and at times can make her needs known and does not try to get out of the wheelchair on her own. No falls.

2. Polyarthritis/peripheral neuropathy. Pain management is improved with an increase in her Norco to three times daily and she does not appear out of sorts on the medication so we will continue.

3. Constipation that was an issue that was addressed when last seen. Her current regimen has managed her being able to have routine bowel movements without strain.
