


PROGRESS NOTE

CC: Quarterly note.

HPI: An 84-year-old seated in the day room with other residents. He tends to sit apart from the larger group. He appeared cautious, but was cooperative. The patient is well groomed. He does require some staff assist with his personal care and remains independently ambulatory. The patient has right lower lid eversion which has been previously treated with EES ophthalmic ointment secondary to evidence of infection that resolved. He is no longer on the ointment. There is some early dryness for the lower lid that is beginning, but overall the appearance is much improved from initial. The patient is independent in most of his ADLs with eating. He does have to be encouraged and he has had weight loss.

DIAGNOSES: Dementia with psychosis stabilized, left eye ectropion, and BPSD.

MEDICATIONS: Aricept 5 mg b.i.d., Haldol 1 mg h.s., Seroquel 200 mg q.d.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular with thin liquid.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Older gentleman who is well groomed, seated by himself at a table away from other residents, cooperative when approached.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 140/92, pulse 71, temperature 97.1, respirations 18, and weight 145 pounds, down from 156 pounds on 10/17/22. BMI is 20.8.

HEENT: Left lower lid ectropion, less so and not appearing as irritated as one previously noted and treated few months back. Conjunctivae both eyes clear. He has moist oral mucosa.
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RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear. No cough.

CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm. No MRG.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He walks independently with fairly good posture. He studies himself and stops if he needs to and then continues. No LEE.

NEURO: He makes eye contact. He begins talking. It is random in content, but has to do with people here and getting out, etc. He was redirectable. He was also able to answer basic questions regarding appetite, pains, and sleep.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Left eye ectropion. EES Ophthalmic ointment thin film MWF for two weeks and then h.s. p.r.n.
2. Weight loss. He has lost 11 pounds in the past three months. He still remains in his target weight range though low end of normal. Encouraged protein supplement if he does not eat greater than 50% of meals.

3. Dementia with psychosis. This is stable with Haldol and Seroquel, no changes.
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
