HPI: An 86-year-old who was treated for stye on her left upper lid with gentamicin ointment and eyedrops on 11/04/22. When I spoke to the patient that was the first thing that she brought up and she pointed toward her eye and she said look it has gone. By visualization, there remains a small remnant, but it does not affect her vision before she was seen something when she would look out. She seems content. Staff reports that she is cooperative with care, keeps to herself. She is independent some of her ADLs.
DIAGNOSES: Frontotemporal dementia, history of TIAs, thyroid disease, Barrett's esophagus, chronic insomnia, depression, osteoporosis, and gait instability secondary to left hip fracture with ORIF however is improving.

MEDICATIONS: ASA 81 mg q.d., Lipitor 20 mg h.s., calcium b.i.d., Aricept 10 mg h.s., Eliquis 2.5 mg b.i.d., Lexapro 5 mg q.d., Pepcid 40 mg h.s., Flonase q.d., gabapentin 200 mg h.s., levothyroxine 100 mcg q.d., Zestoretic 10/12.5 mg p.r.n. per parameters, Claritin 10 mg q.d., Namenda 5 mg b.i.d., omeprazole 40 mg q.d., propranolol 60 mg q.d., torsemide 40 mg q.d., and D3 2000 IUs q.d.
ALLERGIES: BARIUM SULFATE.

DIET: NAS with thin liquid.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Well groomed older female, pleasant and interactive.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 102/52, pulse 61, temperature 98.6, respirations 15, and weight 135 pounds which is stable from three months.

HEENT: Left upper lid, small remnant of stye, there is a white core evident. No tenderness or redness. Conjunctivae both eyes clear. She wears glasses.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: The patient ambulates with a walker. She is steady and upright. She has had no falls. No LEE.

NEURO: She makes eye contact. Speech is clear. She can make her needs known, independent in 3/6 ADLs.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: 
1. Left eye stye in process of continued resolving. No further treatment at this time.

2. Frontotemporal dementia, stable. No BPSD. Continue to monitor.

3. HTN. BP today is low end of normal. She is on two BP medications and diuretic. Discontinued her torsemide to 20 mg q.d. and we will monitor BP daily x10 days and I will review making any adjustments as needed.
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
