CC: Lab review.

HPI: An 81-year-old found sitting in the lobby where he tends to spend most of his time now and especially with the fireplace going, he sits on a couch proximal. He is quiet and keeps to himself, ambulates with a cane and he appears steady and upright and has had no falls. The patient has a baseline of vascular dementia, which appears to be slowly progressing. While he remains verbal, he speaks infrequently, just a word or two at a time. He is able to voice his needs, but what information given that he comprehends is unclear.

DIAGNOSES: Vascular dementia moderately advanced, HTN, AFib, HLD, GERD, and history of CVA with TIAs.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from note 12/08/2022.

DIET: Healthy heart.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient seated napping on the couch by the fireplace, but was cooperative. When I sat near him, he made eye contact, but it was clear that he was not sure what was going on. Later, he told me he had to go to bathroom, so he got up and was stable and clipped along walking with his cane.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. CBC review. Mild anemia. Hematocrit is 36.3. Normal hemoglobin with an MCV only mildly low at 38.6. No intervention required.

2. Screening TSH WNL.
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3. Hypocalcemia mild at 8.5. Tums one p.o. q.d. at 750 mg.

4. Mild renal insufficiency. The patient has a diagnosis of CKD III. His creatinine is 1.39 with a normal BUN. No intervention required.
5. Hypoproteinemia. T-protein is 5.8 and normal albumin of 3.5. I talked to the patient about protein drinks, he did not seem very interested. So, for right now, we will follow.
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
