CC: Fingernail issue.
HPI: A 90-year-old who does not know how it happened, but he is incurred a tear in his right thumb nail. He is seen today sitting in room. He is comfortable. I looked at the nail shows that there is on the lateral nail bed split of the nail from the top to just at a diagonal. At the side of the nail, there is evidence of bleeding, but not active. No redness and mild tenderness to palpation.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and appears comfortable.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 137/69, pulse 67, temperature 97.5, respirations 18, O2 sat 94%, and weight 165.8 pounds.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Right thumbnail split. We will let this dry and told him that the longer the days pass, there will be less tenderness to the area. It will be perhaps covered with nonadhesive bandage so that is protected and then given a few days to look at just trimming the top of the nail closer so that does not get caught, but it will grow out with time.
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
