CC: Lab review.

HPI: A 97-year-old with diagnosis of CHF, atrial fibrillation, and HTN and is on Lasix 40 mg q.d. and Effer-K 20 mcg q. Monday and labs to evaluate electrolytes and renal function. The patient is seen on the unit both in the dining room and then later sitting in the day room with other residents. She was quiet, but made eye contact. I did not have a response when I told her about her labs. Another resident nudged the patient to say something and the resident then looked at me and said she is just not talking much anymore. This has been a slow progression and she may actually be staging.
DIAGNOSES: CHF, atrial fibrillation, HTN, advanced vascular dementia, peripheral neuropathy and COPD.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 12/14/22 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is sitting quietly looking about, but did not appear distressed.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 115/93, pulse 62, temperature 97.5, respirations 14, and O2 sat 99%.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm. No M, R or G.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She has fairly good neck and truncal stability, seated in her wheelchair. No LEE. She can propel her WC, but has become slower and doing so.

NEURO: Orientation x1, occasionally x2. She has verbal capacity which has begun to diminish.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Lab followup. BMP WNL. Calcium is 8.3 off by one-tenth of a point. She is on calcium supplement. No adjustment required.
