CC: Lab followup.

HPI: A 97-year-old with CKD IV, HTN and iron deficiency anemia. Annual labs reviewed. The patient seated in the dining room and she is fed. She was quiet. She did not turn her head when I spoke to her, but appears to be calm and in good spirits.
DIAGNOSES: End-stage unspecified dementia, BPSD rarely, CKD IV, HTN, hypothyroid, GERD, and gait and postural instability.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 12/07/22 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular with Boost q.d.
CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Frail appearing female being fed dinner.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 114/67, pulse 80, temperature 97.5, respirations 16, and O2 sat 99%.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: No LEE. Decreased neck and truncal stability in WC. She leans forward and has difficulty holding utensil.

NEURO: Orientation x1. She has verbal capacity, but speaks infrequently and it is random. She does not appear agitated today, can be distressed and she has difficulty verbalizing why.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. CKD IV. BUN and creatinine are 47 and 2.52. Her creatinine over the past year has gone between 2.37 and 2.56 so she is within parameters and BUN is stable. She is on Lasix 40 mg MWF.

2. Iron deficiency anemia. Hemoglobin and hematocrit are 7.4 and 23.8. Her chart has been thin and there is no comparison value available. She is on omeprazole for GI protection on FESO4 for supplementation and has normal indices. The patient does not receive NSAIDs of any kind. I will continue to monitor and son will be made aware.
