CC: Followup hospitalization and medication review.

HPI: The patient sent and kept for observation at Integris SWMC on 12/15/22 to 12/17/22 returning to facility on 12/17/22. On return, medications had been changed mostly to accommodate medications given while she was in their facility and in talking with her today she wants her medications return to what they were previously. DON reports the patient being kept for observation for flu-like symptoms. I saw her on the 12/13/22 and at that time there were concerns for same. She was started on Tamiflu with first dose that evening that daughter had provided. She states that she feels a little tired, but otherwise like herself. Reviewed x-ray done on 12/14/22 that was completely normal which she was pleased with.
DIAGNOSES: Followup 48-hour stay at SWMC, treated for flu. X-ray on the 12/14/22 when she was beginning with same symptoms show heart size and pulmonary vasculature unremarkable. Lungs are clear and expanded.
MEDICATIONS: We will return to previous in facility medication list.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert, moving herself around the facility via her wheelchair.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 188/64, pulse 78, respirations 16, and O2 sat 96%.
RESPIRATORY: Lung fields are clear. Symmetric excursion. No cough. Normal rate and effort.

CARDIAC: Occasional irregular beat with a soft SCM. No rub or gallop.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Good neck and truncal stability. Manual wheelchair that she propels and trace LEE at ankle and distal pretibial legs have been in a dependent position most of the day.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Hospital followup. Medications return to previous baseline and x-ray from the 12/14/22 reviewed with the patient.
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
