CC: Lab review.

HPI: A 76-year-old seen in room. She was alert and in good spirits. The patient is status post treatment for two organisms UTI and she appears back to her chip herself. Thyroid profile ordered and evaluated today. On 10/26/22 levothyroxine was increased, thus the followup.
DIAGNOSES: Hypothyroid, MCI, anxiety, COPD and moderately severe psoriatic skin changes with arthritis and aortic valve insufficiency surgery scheduled.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 11/30/22 note.

ALLERGIES: Multiple, see chart.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is awake watching television and cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 118/60, pulse 74, temperature 97.2, respirations 18, and O2 sat 94%.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: She propels herself around in her manual wheelchair in room. She ambulates with walker and self transfers. No LEE.

NEURO: Orientation x2 to 3. Speech clear. She understood given information regarding labs.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Lab review. The patient is currently on levothyroxine 100 mcg q.d. T3 is 36 one point higher than the high end of normal and T4 is 11.7 in target range. Free T4 index also elevated at 4.2 with a high end of normal being 3.8. At this point, we will also order TSH and if that is within normal, no adjustments needed in her levothyroxine dose.
