HPI: A 96-year-old with DM-II on Trulicity, previously 3 mg q. Wednesday. On that medication, her A1c returned at 11.7. I contacted Select Home Health who follows her and they helped me with contacting pharmacy to find the appropriate dosing form for her and the patient was increased to Trulicity 4.5 mg/0.5 mL SQ to be given now on Fridays with the first dose on 12/23/22. I saw the patient in room, reviewed her A1c with her, told her about the medication change. She is glad that there is the follow through. She denies having increased thirst, appetite or urination. She asked if maybe it is up because she has been eating more cookies and candies and I told her that that may contribute to it, but she is allowed to enjoy the holidays and will just adjust her medication to that. She is in good spirits.
MEDICATIONS: Remained unchanged from 12/14/22 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: RCS.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Well developed and well nourished female, no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 142/80, pulse 88, temperature 97.2, respirations 20, and O2 sat 98%.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: Propels herself around without difficulty in manual wheelchair. Trace LEE. She moves arms in a normal range of motion. She is able to self transfer.

NEURO: Orientation x2, can reference for date and time. Speech is clear. Asked appropriate question, appears to understand given information. She maintains a sense of humor and is involved in different things on the unit, interactive with other residents.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact. Good turgor.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: DM-II. A1c 11.4. Trulicity increased to 4.5 mg q. Friday and we will do routine interval follow up.
