HISTORY: This is a 73-year-old gentleman here for a followup.

The patient stated that he was here on 12/18/2022, where he had labs drawn. He is here to review those labs. He stated he received a call that he should come in to have these labs reviewed.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient reports no frequency, urgency, or dribbling.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 97% at room air.

Blood pressure 132/82.

Pulse 73.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.2.
HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity.

RESPIRATORY: No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress.

CARDIAC: No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Nondistended. No guarding.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Prostatitis.

2. Elevated PSA.

3. Leukocytosis; white count was noted to be elevated.
4. Elevated glucose.

PLAN: The patient’s lab was reviewed. Lab revealed PSA at 8.9. The patient and I had a discussion about the need for him to be consulting a urologist. He stated he was comfortable with that plan. He was seeing Dr. Clyde Corey in the past and states he wants to go back to that doctor. A consult to Dr. Clyde Corey was completed.

The patient and we talked about his glucose and the need for him to adjust lifestyle. He states he knows why his glucose is high because of what he eats and we talked about that. I advised what food to stay away from that may help improve his glucose. He states he understands and will comply. He was sent home with the following:

1. Flomax 0.4 mg one p.o. daily for 30 days #30 with two refills.

2. Cipro 500 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for seven days #14.

Consult to Dr. Clyde Corey was completed for the patient to be evaluated by the urologist because of his elevated PSA.

He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none.
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
