CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after he had EKG done at the hospital, followup for vitamin D deficiency.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his wife stating that his EKG was done and EKG was reviewed with the patient. There are few artifacts, which showed sinus bradycardia, also possible sinus arrhythmia but there are no acute changes.
The patient had fasting blood test done and the results are reviewed with the patient and his wife.

The patient found to have vitamin D deficiency and he is on vitamin D3 5000 IU once a day.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Non-significant.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.
