The patient called today discussed regarding his laboratory test especially prostate blood test. His PSA tests were all normal and the patient at this time does not have any urinary symptoms. His lipid panel with chemistry is all within normal limits and the patient is advised to continue checking blood sugar twice a day and keep a logbook.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, dizziness, headache, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, or calf swelling.
ASSESSMENT: Diabetes mellitus, stable and PSA normal.
PLAN: To continue the same medications as prescribed.

Check blood sugar twice a day and keep a logbook.
