CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of follicular rash on the face.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient developed this rash few weeks ago and she had a similar episode last year and the patient at that time took doxycycline with good relief. The rashes on the face are few and sometimes it is pruritic, but there is no skin redness or swelling and there are no open wounds.
