History: Mr. Allen is a 62-year-old white male who has been seen after year and half. So, lengthy visit was done. Interval history reveals the patient stopped taking all his medications. He states he saw a dentist and got caught into removal of all his teeth and getting dentures and some dental implants and the patient states that has given him a good smile, but he states when he eats his dentures move, get lose and so he cannot even go to restaurant to eat. He states he still continues to smoke a pack of cigarettes a day. He states he also noticed that he developed some pressure behind his right eye. He felt his right eye is pushed out and is bulging and he states he did go to see Greene Eyes, Dr. Mindi Kavanaugh, the optometrist who did all the tests and told him that she could not find anything. However, his eye does show some bulge. He states his pressure in the eye was normal. So, I think he may need a CAT scan of his orbits. The patient understands that. The patient has not had any labs in year and half. He denies any chest pain or shortness of breath. He denies any nausea or vomiting. He continues to smoke.

Physical Examination:
General: Mr. Allen is a 62-year-old white male who was lost for any treatment for about year and half and returned again because he felt his blood pressure may be going high.
Vital Signs: His vitals are as in the chart.

Head: Normocephalic.
Eyes: Pupils equal and reacting to light.

Neck: Supple. No lymphadenopathy. No carotid bruit. Thyroid is not palpable.

Chest: Good inspiratory and expiratory breath sounds.

Heart: S1 and S2 regular. No gallop. No murmur.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly.

Extremities: No phlebitis. No edema.

Neurologic: Essentially intact.

I have advised the patient to do labs and come back for followup next week. He may need a chest x-ray. As the patient was seen after year and half, each system was reevaluated and all the systems essentially were negative except for his eye problems, continued smoking and allergies. An EKG was also done. He also states that he has felt more tired related to exertion. He states previously he used to walk and he used to do a lot of work at home and never had any fatigue or tiredness, but recently he has felt he is getting more tired at the end of the day and, in view of that, he may need a cardiology consult. He still wants to get blood test done first. We will need also a chest x-ray. After his labs are done, we will need a chest x-ray and then a cardiology consult. The patient understands plan of treatment.
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
