History: Mr. Hill was seen today accompanied by his wife. Mr. Hill has had _______. He had an episode of hemoptysis, which cleared up and was seen by pulmonologist, Dr. Weber who felt nothing was serious and that he got well out of that. He has:

1. Long-standing diabetes mellitus.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

Then, he had a problem with right lumbar radiculopathy for which he had MRI done and needed a steroid shot in the back with complete resolution. Then, he came up with Salmonella gastroenteritis for which he had GI workup done. However, he still has Salmonella in his stools and has not gone away. The next problem is the patient went to Scott& White emergency room about three to four weeks ago with shortness of breath and then they ended up doing left heart catheterization on him. No significant coronary artery disease was present, but they felt that he may have congestive heart failure and he was started on Lasix and spironolactone and he has done well since. A chest x-ray done in the emergency room did show a very mild pleural effusion. A repeat chest x-ray that I did at Bryan Radiology did not show any effusion. The patient’s oxygenation and pulse oximetry have been good. He is able to urinate plenty on 20 mg of Lasix. His carvedilol dose also is good on 12.5 mg twice a day. As the patient has improved, his sugars are doing good, I am going to see him in the office in two to three weeks or next month on the current medications as to how he is doing.
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
