The patient also developed some angioneurotic edema with lisinopril and I had to discontinue lisinopril and give her losartan as all other medicines had so many side effects; she could not handle amlodipine, she could not handle Procardia. She is already on atenolol. So far, so good. She is tolerating losartan well. She is on furosemide 20 mg a day, which she is handling it pretty good. I have ordered some more labs on her and I will see her in the office in middle of January. The patient understands plan of treatment.
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
