History: The patient called me for an emergency stating she is having lot of cough mostly at night and she is not able to sleep well. She has dry cough. The patient’s med list reviewed. I asked her if she had done COVID test and she stated she did COVID test at home and was negative. I decided to make two changes. I started her on doxycycline and steroids. I told her to discontinue lisinopril and start her on metoprolol ER succinate 50 mg once a day. The patient states she did not tolerate the Dyazide for blood pressure. She tolerated this medicine lisinopril good, but then it gave her the itching as well as this cough. The patient’s husband then stated that she has always had problem during this time of cough and congestion, but I think cough secondary to lisinopril is likely and we are going to discontinue that.
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
