HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 1-year-old little girl mother brings her in with having a suspicious rash resembling ringworm. She has a small spot on her left forearm and several spots, actually two, on her back; one is in the mid back area and one is more toward the left. She has had this for approximately one week now.

No other verbalization of any other issues is brought forth. She plays well, good activity level, eating well, normal voiding and bowel movements. No inconsolable crying. Once again, plays well. No fevers.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: She has tried an over-the-counter medication, has not worked very well.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. She interacts well with me today. No distress whatsoever. She seems like a happy baby today.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: No tympanic membrane erythema. Oropharyngeal area is within normal limits as well.

NECK: Soft.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. I do not detect any murmur.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Ringworm rash. The patient will be given nystatin cream to be applied topically twice a day for several weeks, 30 g, with one refill. Mother will monitor symptoms. Return to clinic or call if not improving.
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
