CHIEF COMPLAINT: Abdominal pain.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Ms. Hansford is a 55-year-old woman who comes in today with hepatitis C, history of cervical cancer, complaining of epigastric pain for nine days. The patient had a workup done. The patient’s tenderness is point tenderness over the xiphoid process and there may be some swelling associated with the xiphoid process per the patient. There is no evidence of hernia with movement, with activity, but the pain does get worse when she lies on her stomach. She has had no nausea, vomiting, or any other symptoms. She did have an appointment with a gastroenterologist regarding her untreated hepatitis C, but she left because it took too long to see the doctor. The pain has been going on for nine days with no other associated symptoms. No fever or chills.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Cervical cancer and hepatitis C.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Left ear surgery. 
MEDICATIONS: The patient’s medications at this time none.

ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She works as an alcohol rehab director. She drinks very little. She does not smoke.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 138 pounds. O2 sat 96%. Temperature 98.1. Respirations 16. Pulse 62. Blood pressure 119/81.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft. There is epigastric tenderness noted to touch.
SKIN: No rash.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Ultrasound of the abdomen and pelvis compared to May of this year shows no significant change.

2. Abdominal pain x9 days getting worse.

3. Sent to the emergency room now.

4. Check blood work.

5. She needs CT of the abdomen and pelvis.

6. Findings discussed with the patient. Both patient and husband agree at this time to go to the emergency room.
