Plan:
1. For her multinodular goiter, she has a dominant nodule on the right measuring 1.1 cm and a dominant nodule on the left measuring 0.5 cm. This was seen on thyroid ultrasound dated 07/23/2021.

2. The patient has a history of right ear tinnitus and significant compression, which is mechanical compression on the right sternocleidomastoid muscle. We ordered a CT scan of her neck to evaluate any CT masses; this was done in 2021 and, CT scan on 06/20/2021, showed an enlarged lymph node on the right measuring 1.6 cm. We sent her for surgical consultation and they removed a large salivary gland measuring the size of a golf ball on the right side, done by Dr. Lasko. The pathology was benign.

3. We will order a followup neck soft tissue ultrasound and a thyroid ultrasound to delineate the compressive symptoms she continues to experience in her neck area.

4. For her vertigo, she may use meclizine 25 mg once daily as needed for symptoms of vertigo.
