DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. Clinical case of a 75-year-old white male that has a significant amount of gastroesophageal reflux disease to the point that sometimes has to stop eating and he has to go to the bathroom and start spitting the saliva. He was evaluated by Dr. Ferretti and he prescribed sucralfate to no avail. He has a followup appointment and the most likely situation is the EGD will be done in order to clarify the situation.

2. The patient has a history of chronic kidney disease stage II. The patient has a serum creatinine of 1, a BUN of 20 and estimated GFR of 71 mL/L. No activity in the urinary sediment and no evidence of proteinuria.

3. Anemia. This anemia has improved; from 11.2 went up to 12.1. The patient is feeling stronger. There is no evidence of iron deficiency. We will continue a close observation.

4. Hypothyroidism on supplementation. During the next visit, we are going to evaluate the thyroid function.

5. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation. Overall, the patient remains very stable. He has maintained a body weight of 156 pounds and the blood pressure is under control 144/80. We are going to reevaluate the case in three and half months.

We invested 8 minutes reviewing the laboratory workup, 15 minutes in the face-to-face and 5 minutes in the documentation.
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
