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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. A 24-year-old African American female status post liver transplant that was done on 07/05/2022. The patient was with CKD at the time of the transplant; post-transplant, the patient was placed on Envarsus and she has developed toxicity to the Envarsus. The liver transplant program has been titrating the administration of Envarsus; currently, she takes 4 mg p.o. b.i.d. The patient has a serum creatinine of 2.99 with a BUN of 21 with estimated GFR that is 22 mL/min. This is similar to the determination prior to the first evaluation that was on 12/14/2022. Whether or not, the patient has a proteinuria is unknown. This is a laboratory workup that is ordered by the Transplant in Tampa. The evaluation of the protein is going to be requested.

2. The patient has anemia related to chronic kidney disease stage IV. The patient has a hemoglobin of 7.3 with a hematocrit of 22. She is going to be referred to the hematologist, Dr. Ahmed, for the anemia related to CKD.

3. The patient has hyperkalemia. She has been taking Lokelma _______ on daily basis. The patient got a phone call yesterday to increase the Lokelma to two times a day. The potassium content in food chart was given to the patient, so she will be able to implement an intake of 2000 mg in 24 hours. Examples were given.

4. The patient has metabolic acidosis that is related to the kidney dysfunction. For that reason, we are going to start the patient on bicarbonate 1300 mg p.o. b.i.d. In general, the patient is feeling better, she tires easy. Denies any palpitations or cardiac arrhythmias. No nausea. No vomiting. The physical examination is unremarkable. We are going to reevaluate the case in three to four weeks. Meanwhile, if acute symptoms suggestive of uremia kidney failure, the patient is supposed to call us or go to emergency room.
