CHIEF COMPLAINT: Mr. Childers is seen regarding seizure history, history of stroke, and right above knee amputation.

HISTORY: Mr. Childers is medically stable and denies new complaints. He has an absent right leg with high above knee amputation. This was the same side of his hemiplegia from the stroke. He does not ambulate, but can mobilize by wheelchair. There is some degree of confusion and he has bipolar disorder, which has been well controlled. He is very pleasant. There is a past history of COVID-19, but that is not bothersome. He has history of seizures, which is also stable, and he has not any recent seizures.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not acutely distressed or ill appearing. He is adequately nourished. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 120/65, temperature 97.7, pulse 86, respiratory rate 18, and O2 saturation 96%. Head & Neck: Unremarkable. Oral mucosa is normal. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation without labored breathing. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Neurologic: Cranials are grossly intact. He has right hemiplegia. Musculoskeletal: He has a high above knee amputation.

Assessment/plan:
1. Mr. Childers is baseline with respect to his stroke with right hemiplegia.

2. He has high right above knee amputation.

3. He has history of seizures controlled with Dilantin 200 mg daily. He is on aspirin for stroke history.

4. Overall, I will continue the current plan.
