CHIEF COMPLAINT: Mr. McLaughlin was seen regarding debility, history of head injury, dementia, hypertension, and depression.

HISTORY: Overall, Mr. McLaughlin has no new complaints. His speech is mostly nonsensical. Blood pressures have been mostly normal except for one that was elevated on 12/24/22.

He denies any headaches or chest pain. He has had no recent seizures. There have been seizures in the past. He is mostly bed or chair bound. 

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative for fever, chills, headaches, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, abdominal pain, or diarrhea. 

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not acutely distressed and is adequately nourished. He is somewhat obese. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 160/78, temperature 97.3, pulse 61, respiratory rate 17, O2 saturation 96%. All other blood pressure readings in the past month are normal. Head & Neck: Unremarkable. Oral mucosa is normal. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. No edema. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. No palpable organomegaly. Neurologic: He is weak in all limbs.

Assessment/plan:
1. Mr. McLaughlin had severe head injury resulting in severe debility, cognitive impairment, and evidence of dementia. He would not benefit from cholinesterase inhibitor. He has had history of seizures and I will continue Trileptal 600 mg twice a day and Depakote 500 mg every eight hours. The Depakote is also for unspecified mood disorder and for depression he is also on Lexapro 20 mg daily.

2. He has hypertension controlled with lisinopril 20 mg daily and amlodipine 10 mg daily.

3. He has glaucoma and I will continue Timoptic eyedrops 0.5% one drop in each twice a day and latanoprost 0.05% one drop in each eye at bedtime.

4. Overall, I will continue the current plan.
