HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 2-year-old little girl. Mother brings her in today related to pulling on ears and also vomited once last night and some congestion and loss of appetite. She awoke this morning without those symptoms. There is no vomiting. She did not eat much this morning, however. However, in the exam room, she seems to be playing very well and seems like a happy little baby. As a matter of fact, she is singing a Christmas song in the room.

No verbalization of diarrhea. There is no abdominal pain reported.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke. Also, has a sibling.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented. A bit apprehensive when I approached her, but overall she is easily consoled by the mother.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure not obtained. Respirations 16. Temperature 97.9 axillary.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round, and react to light. Ears: There is no tympanic membrane erythema. Oropharyngeal area: Mildly pink, nothing ominous. No strawberry tongue. Oral mucosa is moist.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. There is no murmur.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. She laughs as I tried to examine her abdominal area.
LABS: Today, include a flu test and a strep test. They were both negative.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Nausea and vomiting; once occurrence last night. We will prescribe Zofran 4 mg/5 mL 2.5 mL b.i.d. p.r.n. nausea, 25 mL.

No other medications will be given today. We will enter into a time of watchful waiting and mother has my phone number, she will call me if there are any issues. Always encouraged plenty of rest and plenty of fluids.
