HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 57-year-old female patient here with complaints of cough, history of respiratory infections and chronic bronchitis. She states at certain times she feels short of breath; however, that was last week. She seems to be improving a bit now; however, the cough seems very chronic for her. Also, complains of sore throat and sinus pressure. She has had these symptoms now more recently for the last several days, worse this morning.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: All reviewed. She has diabetes; she is on glimepiride, Jardiance, gabapentin, Xarelto, potassium, metformin and lisinopril.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of hypertension, diabetes and hyperlipidemia.

She also has peripheral artery disease in her legs.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hysterectomy and angioplasty.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for drugs, alcohol or smoking.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 136/73. Pulse 106. Respirations 16. Temperature 97.9. Oxygenation 96% on room air. Weight 161 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round, and react to light. Ears: There is no tympanic membrane erythema. Oropharyngeal area: Erythema noted. No strawberry tongue. Oral mucosa is moist.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmur.

LUNGS: Grossly clear to auscultation; however, she still continues with the cough.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Mildly obese.
LABS: Today, include a flu test and a strep test. They were both negative.

Chest x-ray today shows very mild patchy areas of consolidation, interstitial pneumonia on the mild side.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Upper respiratory infection. The patient will be given cefdinir 300 mg p.o. b.i.d. x10 days, #20.

2. Cough. Phenergan DM 5 mL p.o. four times daily p.r.n., 180 mL.

She is going to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, monitor her symptoms and then return to clinic if needed or call.
