CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of diminished hearing both ears, blurry vision, and right foot drop resulting in unsteady gait.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that lately he has decreased hearing both ears. He has cerumen in the ears last year. The patient denied any ear discharge or ear pain.
The patient complained of blurry vision and has not seen ophthalmologist for past several years. The patient is going to be referred to the ophthalmologist for detailed examination.
The patient also stated that he has right foot drop and uses walker all the time, but the condition is same and has not improved. The patient was seen by podiatrist for foot care and he suggested detailed evaluation for possible orthotics.

The patient stated that as long as he walks with a walker he has no problem.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, cough, fever, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, skin rashes, or snoring.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 40 mg once a day along with low-fat diet. The patient is also on fenofibrate 48 mg once a day.
The patient has a history of cerebral stroke resulting in right-sided weakness leading to unsteady gait.

The patient has a history of constipation and he is on MiraLax 17 g powder mix with water everyday.

The patient has a history of chronic hypokalemia and he is on potassium supplement 10 mEq everyday.

The patient has a history of anxiety disorder and he is on sertraline 50 mg once a day.

The patient has a history of allergic rashes and he is on triamcinolone cream 0.1% apply to skin as needed.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives alone and his wife is in the nursing home. The patient has no history of smoking cigarettes, alcohol use, or substance abuse.
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OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals impacted cerumen bilaterally. Conjunctivae are unremarkable and movements of the eyes are unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No pedal edema or calf tenderness and there is weakness of the right foot and he uses walker. There is a good balance upon using walker.
I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and all his questions are answered to his satisfaction and he verbalized full understanding.
