CC: Lab review.
HPI: A 97-year-old with DM II, on metformin 500 mg b.i.d. a.c., had quarterly A1c drawn which is reviewed today. A1c is 6.2, which is very tight control for the patient’s age range. Contacted Mark Wenthold, the patient’s son/POA to inform him of the medication change and he inquired as to whether hospice provides wipes and/or adult briefs. The patient is followed by Valir Hospice, we contacted them during rounds and they stated that they will provide both the briefs and wipes if they are aware of need. Son did bring wipes up this weekend as he had been informed that there were none available, but hospice had not been notified. So, going forward, son is aware now that Valir Hospice will provide both adult briefs and wipes as needed. In general, the patient seated comfortably in her room, napping, did awake and made eye contact; how much she understood of information given unclear.
DIAGNOSES: Unspecified dementia with progression to end-stage, DM II, hypothyroid, GERD, insomnia, chronic pain management and urinary incontinence.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 12/08/2022 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: NCS.

HOSPICE: Valir.
