CC: Sore throat.
HPI: A 72-year-old who has reported sore throat over the last 2 to 3 days, seen in room. The patient was quiet, but was dressed. He denied headache or visual change, stated that it did hurt to swallow, but he was able to eat and drink. He stated that he thinks he has been sleeping, but he could not tell me how much and he remains ambulatory though he has been staying in his room. The patient was COVID negative when recently tested. He has had Pneumovax and influenza vaccine, but he has not had a standard flu test and no known exposures.
DIAGNOSES: Advanced unspecified dementia and HTN.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 12/08/2022.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is well groomed, alert, cooperative in room.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 177/112, pulse 79, temperature 98.0, respirations 18.

HEENT: Conjunctivae are clear. No matting or drainage noted. Nares are patent. No significant nasal component to his speech. Slightly dry oral mucosa and oropharynx is pink to red with mild edema. No plaques or vesicles. No LAD to palpation.
RESPIRATORY: He has a normal respiratory rate and effort. No cough.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: The patient stood, ambulated in his room and sat down without any difficulty and no LEE.

NEURO: He makes eye contact. His speech is clear. He tends to be random. Today, he was speaking less and just simply repeated few times is there anything else he should be doing. He was directable and unclear that he comprehended any given information.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Pharyngitis, Pen-VK 500 mg b.i.d. for seven days with Chloraseptic throat spray to be given x5 q.d., staff to provide x1 week.
