CC: Knee pain.
HPI: An 88-year-old with OA of bilateral knees, has complained of knee pain the left greater than the right and was given Tylenol today. The patient has p.r.n. Tylenol, however, given her dementia, she does not know to ask for it or think about asking for it. She was given a dose about an hour and half prior to seeing her and, when I asked her about her knees hurting, she just looked at me _______ and then said that her leg had hurt, but it did not anymore. I told her that she had had Tylenol and that may have relieved her pain, so we will do it routinely and hopefully help keep her pain-free.
DIAGNOSES: Bilateral OA of knees with pain, unspecified dementia stable, hypothyroid, and history of restrictive lung disease.
MEDICATIONS: Lactulose 30 mL q.d., levothyroxine 112 mcg q.d., Claritin q.d., Namenda 5 mg q.d., Singulair q.d., and Senokot-S two tablets h.s.
ALLERGIES: PCN and CODEINE.
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is well-groomed, sitting quietly at lunch table.
NEUROLOGIC: Makes eye contact. Facial expressions appropriate to conversation, said a few words that were clear.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: Propels her manual wheelchair. No LEE. Weight bears for transfers.

SKIN: Warm, dry, intact with good turgor.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Bilateral OA of knees with pain. Tylenol 650 mg b.i.d. routine and q.6h. p.r.n. NTE 3 g of acetaminophen q.d.
