CC: Decline.
HPI: A 95-year-old with end-stage vascular dementia who from the last four weeks has had a progressive decline. She is now primarily nonverbal, sits quietly, dependent on assist for 6/6 ADLs. The patient was observed sitting in the dining room. She had a pureed meal in front of her and she is fed by staff. Her pain appears to be managed, she has less groaning.
DIAGNOSES: End-stage vascular dementia, DM II, OA, GERD, HTN, macular degeneration, and loss of weight bearing.
HOSPICE: Traditions.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 12/08/2022 note.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.
DIET: Pureed.
CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient seated quietly just staring off not making eye contact.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 115/68, pulse 82, temperature 96.7, respiratory 16 and weight 128 pounds.
NEUROLOGIC: Orientation x 1. Speaks infrequently, will groan if in pain, dependent on full assist for 6/6 ADLs. Unable to voice needs. Unlikely comprehends given information.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: Non-weight bearing, is a full-transfer assist, transported in a manual wheelchair and has a Broda chair for sitting in the day room.
SKIN: The patient has two early pressure sores to her right foot on the plantar surface.
GENERAL CARE: She is now requiring daily visits by hospice.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Continued decline of end-stage vascular dementia. She is full assist for everything. Daily visits per hospice and continue with comfort meds only.

2. Pressure sores to right foot. Elevate her feet while at rest and skin prep to the affected area b.i.d.

3. Social. Family is aware of the continued decline.
