CC: Readmit note.
HPI: A 71-year-old readmitted on 12/16/2022, from Bellevue SNF where she was admitted 12/07/2022. On 11/22/2022, the patient had a fall in Memory Care, x-rays were obtained that showed an acute complete left femoral neck fracture with displacement. She was sent to hospital unclear and underwent ORIF. Hospitalization complicated by UTI with delirium and, once that was addressed, to SNF for PT and OT. Given the patient’s advanced dementia, there were limitations in the patient’s cooperation and retention. Since her return, she has required assist with 6/6 ADLs, is generally cooperative, sleeps through the night. Pain appears to be managed. She will cry out or act differently and they will know that she is hurting and it responds to Tylenol.
HOSPICE: Suncrest Hospice, which followed the patient prior to recent events.
MEDICATIONS: BuSpar 10 mg b.i.d., Depakote 125 mg b.i.d., docusate one capsule b.i.d., MiraLAX b.i.d., omeprazole 40 mg q.d., risperidone 0.25 mg h.s., and Effexor 37.5 mg q.d.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.
DIET: Regular mechanical soft, med crush order.
CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient seated quietly in the dining room not talking or making eye contact.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 115/79, pulse 86, temperature 97.3, respiratory 18 and weight 116.8 pounds.
RESPIRATORY: Clear mid to upper airfields, does not cooperate with deep inspiration. No cough.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without MRG.
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NEUROLOGIC: Orientation x 1. She is quiet, was previously quite verbal, not so much now, and any verbalization is random and nonsensical.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is transported in a manual wheelchair. She is weight-bearing for transfers.
SKIN: Thin, dry, decreased integrity, a few scattered bruises on dorsum of hand and forearms, but skin is intact.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Status left hip ORIF with SNF, is no longer ambulatory, can weight bear for transfers and is in a manual wheelchair. Pain management appears adequate without complaint of pain.

2. Hypotension. We will monitor, is not on antihypertensives, push fluids.

3. General care. Son Toby is informed of all of the above and he has seen his mother since readmit.
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
