HPI: A 67-year-old with neck and back pain for which he was treated that is since resolved. He has cognitive impairment related to ETOH abuse over many years. After speaking with his wife she relates to the patient the following. There has been nonpayment to pharmacy and facility from their POA their daughter Sarah Barton. Pharmacy’s action is that they can no longer deliver medications due to nonpayment.
DIAGNOSES: ETOH related dementia, chronic seasonal allergies, HOH, anemia, and CKD.
MEDICATIONS: Norvasc, Cymbalta, Pepcid, iron tabs, tizanidine, tramadol and nasal spray.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.
DIET: Regular.
CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is HOH. Wife has to tell him what has been said.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 137/64, pulse 64, temperature 97.0, respiratory 17, and weight 150.2 pounds stable.
NEUROLOGIC: Orientation is x2. Has to reference for date and time. He clearly makes his needs known.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulates with the walker. No LEE.

SKIN: Warm, dry, intact, fair turgor.
