HPI: A 67-year-old seen in room. I spoke to her regarding both her and her husband. Last week DON and myself saw the patient and DON let them know that there has been nonpayment on the part of their POA/daughter Sarah Barton for several months to pharmacy for their medications as well as facility for their rent. Boomer Pharmacy has tried to contact POA as has facility with either no response to the phone call or to the voicemail left.
DIAGNOSES: ETOH related cognitive impairment, GERD, HTN, OA and seizures secondary to ETOH.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 12/07/2022 note.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.
DIET: Regular.
CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert and pleasant.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 160/84, pulse 85, temperature 97.3, respiratory 18, oxygen saturation 100% and weight 112.2 pounds, down 1.6 pounds in 30 days.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulating independently.

NEUROLOGIC: Makes eye contact. Speech is clear. Understands given information as well as tells her husband who is HOH.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Hold of all medications due to nonpayment to pharmacy from POA daughter Sarah Barton. The patient and husband were notified last week of this issue. Daughter was in Hawaii at that time and they stated that this week they have not been able to get a hold of her encouraged her to find out where their funds are going just to make sure that they are going to be taken care of.
