CC: Urgent care followup.
HPI: A 75-year-old seen at urgent care 12/27 for cerumen impaction. There was cerumen removal from both ears and she was diagnosed with otitis externa of the left ear with ofloxacin 0.3% antibiotic drops five drops in left ear b.i.d. for seven days and a week after completion of ABX we will start Debrox both ears two drops at h.s. MWF and other diagnosis made was bilateral conjunctivitis for which ofloxacin 0.3% two drops both eyes t.i.d. for seven days prescribed. Amoxicillin 875 mg one tablet b.i.d. for 10 days to address both eyes and ears. The patient seen in her room today she was watching television comfortably I asked if there is any improvement in her hearing she said she was hearing much better after what she just underwent. She denied any eye pain or change in visual acuity. Denied any abdominal discomfort or change in bowel pattern given the amoxicillin.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 126/82, pulse 88, temperature 97.0, respirations 16, and O2 saturation 98%. The patient is 5’2” and weighs 136 pounds with BMI of 24.87.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Otitis externa of left ear and conjunctivitis both eyes left greater than right. Antibiotic drops to both eyes and ears as above and amoxicillin as above to address both issues.

2. Cerumen impaction. We will start Debrox eardrops two per ear h.s. beginning 1/10 on MWF and I explained to patient this is to avoid the cerumen impaction.

3. Weight gain. Admit weight on 08/03 was 112.8 pounds so she has gained 23.4 pounds since admit.
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
